Should you have any other queries please ring the SPSS Head Office as shown below.  The Secretary/Steward’s telephone contact at the grading will be 07721 766210.
Note that if have booked stabling for Saturday night, the stables are being used by mares and foals who are there for the Saturday grading/show and will NOT be available until 5 or 6 pm.  So while you are welcome to arrive in time to watch the day's event, please leave your stallion in your lorry/trailer until the stables are clear. 
The grading is to be held in the indoor school at Heart of England, please report to the Secretary there when you arrive to declare.  NOTE: You will need to provide your own Bridle Number which your stallion must wear at all times.  For his allocated number see website (as above).
In the morning the stallions will be inspected for conformation, in hand and loose movement and given an opportunity to loose jump at the owner’s discretion.  A second time has been given to stallions also appearing under saddle.  

Stallions should be presented plaited (a running plait is acceptable for native breeds etc).  No boots or bandages should be worn for the morning inspection other than for the loose jumping phase.  Handlers should wear shoes/trainers and clothes (preferably white or light coloured) that are comfortable when running!  Hats, riding boots and jackets MUST be worn by all those taking part in the ridden sections.

Please bring your stallion’s passport with you.  If you have any information regarding past competition and/or breeding records, please supply this in advance to the email address below or, if not possible, please hand it in to the show secretary on arrival.

The Grading judges will be Mrs Celia Clarke, Herr Hans Heinrich Bruening and Mr Geoff Glazzard.  Mr. Geoff Glazzard is also the BSJA Assessor so ensuring that successfully grading stallions wishing to compete under BSJA rules also fulfil the necessary jumping requirements.  

Light refreshments will be available to purchase at lunchtime and tea/coffee will be available throughout the day.  
We look forward to seeing you on the day and hope that you find it enjoyable and informative.
